New Delhi: Telecom minister
Ravi Shankar Prasad has reiter-
ated that mobile phone oper-
ators should not only look at
adding new subscribers but
should also make investments
in infrastructure and reconfi-
gure their networks to over-
come the problem of call drops.

Prasad also said that officials of
telecom department (DoT) are in
touch with the three municipal
corporations of Delhi (MCD)
over sealing of mobile towers.
Operators recently told Telecom
Secretary Rakesh Garg that the
corporations have been “illegal-
ly” sealing mobile towers in the
city, which has worsened the
quality of services and added to
the problem of call drops.

“The DoT officials are in touch
with MCD and hope telcos’ pay-
ment issues to be settled soon,”
Prasad told reporters in Gur-
gaon on the sidelines of an event
organised by state-run Bharat
Sanchar Nigam (BSNL). “In the
meantime, we are planning tele-
com tower extension to govern-

ment buildings to facilitate con-
sumers.”

Trai recently came out with a
consultation paper seeking
ways and means to compensate
subscribers for call drops. Pra-
sad said the department is wait-
ing for the outcome of the con-
sultation process before
arriving at any decision.

“The telcos should work for
consumers and make the com-
plaints redressal mechanism
transparent and adopt aggres-
sive marketing strategy. Inter-
face with people should be fre-
quent, so that it could achieve
the milestones,” Prasad said.

The minister said revival of
the once profitable BSNL was
one of the government’s top pri-

orities. Losses at BSNL stood at
around .̀ 8,000 crore in May 2014.
The telco had reported a profit
of about .̀ 10,000 crore in 2004.

The DoT is working to make
the PSU competitive and profes-
sional, and aims to turn it into
not only profitable but also pro-
ductive, the minister added. The
state-owned operator has lost
nearly 1.78 crore wireless and
over 20 lakh wireline subscrib-
ers between March 2014 and
March 2015 to private telcos.
Prasad added the government
has received proposals worth
.̀ 1.10 lakh crore for local elec-
tronics manufacturing. The
government has already clear-
ed 21 electronics clusters while
40 new clusters are proposed.

With the success of our

generic Nexium launch with our partner

Teva, we have created a very positive

sentiment among stakeholders in the

US. Our strategy for the US is to success-

fully deliver on our complex generics

and respiratory pipeline. 

We are open to looking at both organic

and inorganic growth opportunities that

contribute to value creation. By 2020,

our goal is that the US will contribute

about 20% to our overall business.

Which new areas of growth would

you like Cipla to venture into?

We have a lot of room to grow in our

core geography and therapy areas. Ci-

pla is an early mover in emerging mar-

kets, with an established presence to

capture opportunities and growth in

these markets. About 68% of our over-

all business is contributed by emerg-

ing markets such as India and Africa.

The key drivers for Cipla’s growth

here are the rapid economic growth of

these markets resulting in rising dis-

posable income as well as increased

healthcare infrastructure and spend-

ing. Africa will continue to remain a

key element of our growth strategy.

How do you see your experience

with PepsiCo helping you drive the

changes at Cipla?

Kolkata: Mobile operators and
tower firms have sought finance
minister Arun Jaitley’s approv-
al to issue tax-free bonds, which
could help the debt-laden tele-
com industry raise a whopping
.̀ 2,30,000 crore required to fund
the twin government-mandated
targets of 100% rural teledensi-
ty and 60 crore broadband con-
nections by 2020.

If approved, private telecom
operators and tower compa-
nies could pull off a coup of
sorts since under the current
regulations, only state-run
companies in key sectors like
energy, roads and railways can
issue tax-free bonds to finance
infrastructure development.
Tax-free bonds, typically, have
tenures of 10, 15 or 20 years and
the interest rates are decided
with reference to the rates of
government securities.

In a letter to Jaitley, seen by
ET, the Cellular Operators As-
sociation of India (COAI) and
Tower & Infrastructure Provid-
ers Association (TAIPA) have
said that the industry needs to
add 50 crore rural subscribers
to meet the 100% rural teleden-
sity target, and 52 crore broad-
band subscribers in the same
timespan to achieve the 60
crore broadband users target
by 2020. This would collectively

entail an incremental cumula-
tive capital expenditure (ca-
pex) of about .̀ 2,30,000 crore.

Accordingly, both telecom lob-
by bodies have exhorted the fi-
nance minister “to allow telecom
operators and infrastructure
providers to raise low-cost funds
by issuing tax-free bonds,” in-
stead of being compelled to ex-
plore more expensive avenues
such as “high interest bearing
bank loans and external com-
mercial borrowings”.

While presenting the Budget
for 2015-16, Jaitley had an-
nounced that select public sec-
tor units would be allowed to
raise money through tax-free
bonds for infrastructure devel-
opment. Subsequently in July,
the government allowed seven
state-run companies, including
National Highways Authority

of India (NHAI), NTPC, Power
Finance Corporation, Rural
Electrification Corporation, In-
dian Railways Finance Corpo-
ration, Housing & Urban Devel-
opment Corporation and Indian
Renewable Energy Develop-
ment Agency to raise a total
.̀ 40,000 crore by issuing tax-free
bonds in the current fiscal.

State-run PFC and NTPC have
recently issued tax-free bonds. 

Private sector companies are
not allowed so far.

Senior COAI and TAIPA repre-
sentatives are likely to shortly
meet Jaitley to underscore the
telecom sector’s crying need for
low-cost funds to achieve the
government-mandated infras-
tructure rollout targets, given
the capital intensive nature of
an industry already weighed
down by spectrum payout obli-

gations and data network ex-
pansion costs running into bil-
lions of dollars.

Tax-free bonds are seen as a big
draw with retail investors and
high net worth individuals
(HNIs) since interest earned on
them is exempt from income tax
unlike fixed deposits. They are
also considered to be secure as
they are, typically, issued by
AAA-rated PSUs.

“If the government expects
telcos to help in the ‘Digital In-
dia’ programme, which is going
to cost billions of dollars, it is
fair that the government should
also help telecom companies by
giving them the power to issue
tax-free bonds,” said Hemant
Joshi, partner at Deloitte Has-
kins & Sells LLP.

Alternatively, Joshi said, an
apex body along the lines of the
National Housing Bank (NHB)
can be created for telcos for the
Digital India project, wherein
such an agency can raise mon-
ey through tax-free bonds with
sovereign guarantee from the
government and the money
can be used to fund telecom in-
frastructure spends at very
nominal rates.
